As more people move in, 
conditions become crowded, real estate prices increase, smoke and 
grime cover the area. The older sections o f the city becocne slum  
districts. Residents begin to move out into the suburbs. The city no 
longer can depend upen these persons for tax revenue, but the costs 
of providing services to these former residents continue.

Many American cities are faced with this problem of providing 
streets, auditoriums, airperts, e tc ., for citizens of neighboring 
towns. Sr, Louis, M o ., is anexam ple  o f one city which has at­
tempted without success to extend it taking pewers to citizens of its 
subuths. New York City is forced to depend upon grants Rom the 
state to keep up its services to citizctrs and visitors.

Despite these problems which accompeny an increased pepulation, 
cities continue a search for additional industry. A ll the time Am e­
rica's smaller towns are dying. Would it not be more sensible i f  the 
cities were not so selfish? They force each other to compete for 
new industry in order to retain a rich economy.

The cities should awaken. They could be  more selective, seed­
ing only the more ideal industries. This would result in better con­
ditions for the cities and leave the less desirable industries for the 
sm all towns that need any kind o f industry so desperately.

less than a quorLim present. Per­
haps the number rcqLiired for a 
quortim should be lowered.

In great need o f clariRcation 
is whether candidates are elect­
ed by a majority vote or a plur­
ality. A plurality was previously 
speciSed, but a subsequent a -  
mendmentremoved the rule from 
the books without replacing ir.

Also to be clarified concerning 
election procedures is who is e li­

gible to sign petitions to no­
minate SGA members. Past  
peactice fias been to limit those 
eligible to sign the petitions to 
those who will be represented by 
the candidate, i f  elected. How­
ever, the constitution states that 
the petition is to be signed by 15 
members of the student body, 
without limiting the right to a 
specific group.

Once elected, according to 
the constitution, new officers 
t ak e  offfce immediately. It 
may be better i f  a definite date 
a couple o f weeks later be set for 
installation of new officers.

T^vo changes are recommend­
ed concerning the Honor System, 
present rules call for The Cam­
pus Canopy to print the rules o f 
the system in the Rrst issue o f

each year. For some time these 
rules have been peinted in The V  
Book instead of in the Canopy. 
The c o n s t i t u t i o n  shouldbe  
changed to allow this peactice.

The otlier change suggested for 
the honor System wotild permit 
less than a tmanimous vote o f 
the Council to appeove changes 
in the code. Adoption of a -  
mendments presently require that 
all 16 Council members concur 
with the proposal.

Two other minor changes are 
suggested. One would remove 
the provision that each academic 
class may spensor two dances 
per year, and that the Pine Cone 
may spensor the Christmas and 
May Day dances. These should 
be i t e m s  determined by the 
SGA Council rather than being

set by the constitution.
The other would eliminate the 

requirement that each SGA re­
presentative meet with his con- 
situents two times per quarter. 
Regular mass meetings are un­
necessary and unusaL

A final suggestion is that the 
name of the Student Council be 
changed. Other schools use such 
terminology as Student Senate or 
Student Congress. Such namas 
do not necessarily mean better 
govemmenr, but do sotmd more 
distinctive.

The new SGA Council, to be 
elected Wednesday, should take 
immediate action in setting up a 
committee to evaluate the pre­
sent constitution and to present 
needed changes to the student 
body for ratificatLon next &I1.

Valdosta State College students 
tailed to voice an opinion on 
their pee fere nee o f a name for 
the college newspaper. How­
ever, most o f the ones who bo­
thered to vote in the straw ballot 
election indicated that they are 
dissatisSed with the c u r r e n t  
name.

Only 38 persons expressed 
at the ballot box. Of these, 
30 voted to change the peper's 
name, with the remainder pre­
ferring to retain the peesent one.

An tmcertain Rnancial status 
has threatened to close one of 
Georgia's two pharmacy schools.

Othcials of the Southern Col­
lege of Pharmacy have recom­
mended that the coUege be 
closed June 30 unless $30,000 
and a long range guarantee of 
future Rnancial stability are ob­
tained by next Thursday's trustee 
meeting.

The Atlanta based pharmacy 
school became a part of Mercer 
University in 1959, but Rnancial 
problems have continued to pla­
gue the coUege. The school was 
almost 60 years old when it be­
came a coUege of Mercer.

Nine o f Southern's 12 faculty 
members hold earned doctorates 
in their respecRve Reids. The 
school's speing quarter enroU- 
ment totals 102.

The University of Geoigia in 
Athens operates the only other 
pharmacy school in Georgia.

Volunteers wiU be drafted im ­
mediately upen completion of 
their Peace Corps tours.

It is a peliticalgim m ickof the 
administrationand the Democra­
tic Party and is intended only to 
guarantee them the pelitical sup­
pert of American youth.

Conditions under which volun­
teers live w ill be exactly the 
same as those in which inhabi­
tants live, even if  they are below 
minimum health conditions.

Instead, the policies formulat­
ed have proved practicable and 
constitute the basis for the total 
program.

Firsr, it was decided the Peace 
Corps would go only where invit­
ed.

Secotid, volunteers work for 
the host government or for a pri­
vate agency within the foreign 
c o u n t r y ,  serving under host 
country supervisors, and work­
ing with host country co-workers 
wherever possible.

Third, volunteers would not 
be "advisers" but "doers".

Fourth, volunteers would serve 
for two years, without salary or 
draft exemption.

Fifth, volunteers would be 
provided a living allowance en­
abling them to live in a modest 
comparable to the circumstances 
of theit co-workers.

Sixth, volunteers would enjoy 
no diplomatic jprivilcges or im ­
munities, have no PX or com­
missary rights, and no vehicles 
unless needed for their job.

Seventh, volunteers w o u l d  
leam to speak the language o f 
the host country, leam to appre­
ciate its customs, be able to dis­
cuss adequately and intelligent­
ly the united States when ques­

tioned, refrain from pefftlcj 
or religious proselyting, 
as the standard of their sucĉ  
how well the job was fulfilled.

Eighth, a termination ainx, 
ance of $75 for each month ( 
service was established toh:
the volunteerget started again i
this country.

Ninth, the Peace Corps woul 
be open to aU qualiRed, 
Americans above 18 and for mar 
ried couples with no minor de 
pendents, whe r e  each has 
needed skill.

Tenth, a college degree i 
not a requirement for service 
A special effort was made to at 
tract farmers and craftsmen wb 
possessed skills and experienci 
but no degrees.

Eleventh, the highest medi­
cal, psychological, and char- 
acter standards were establish­
ed.

Twelfth, the hardships of Peace 
Corps life would be featured ic 
recruitment so no candidate 
would misjudge the conditLom 
under which he will serve.

Finally, volunteers can re­
sign ffom the Corps at any Ume. 
The Peace Corps wants only those 
who served freely, a decision 
now made each day by each 
volunteer.
